Overview of Indore Airport

 Devi Ahilya Bai Holkar Airport, Indore ( IATA:IDR,ICAO:VAID) airport code ‘ 4D’ is the gateway

to the city of Indore which is the Business hub of Madhya Pradesh. It is the busiest Airport of

Madhya Pradesh in terms of Domestic and International Flights and passenger footfall.

 In the year 1933-34,Indore Airport’s construction was started by descendants of His Highness

Maharaja Yashwant Rao Holkar and was completed after Thirteen years on 26th July 1946 with

approximate cost of Rs. 1,20,488/-. This Aerodrome was later taken over by Govt. of India, Civil

Aviation Department in 1950 and further developments were executed. On 17.08.2001, this Airport

located at Indore city was renamed as Devi Ahilya Bai Holkar Airport, Indore.

 In addition of being a commercial city of Malwa plateau, Indore is an educational hub of the state

with premier educational institutes like IIM and IIT.
