1. Introduction

Consequent to the recommendations of Sh. Naresh Chandra Committee report, Govt. of
India established Airports Economic Regulatory Authority (AERA). It is a statutory body
constituted under the Airports Economic Regulatory Authority of India Act, 2008. The
AERA was established by the Government vide its notification No GSR 317 (E) dated
12.05.2009 with its Head Office at New Delhi.

2. Profile of the Authority’s Members

(a) Shri S. Machendranathan, Chairperson

Shri S. Machendranathan took over as Chairperson, Airports Economic
Regulatory Authority of India on 9" March, 2015.

ShriMachendranathan who hails from Tirunelveli District, Tamil Nadu, had a
distinguished academic career. After completing MBA from Cochin University, he joined
the Indian Police Service (IPS) in 1977 and thereafter the Indian Administrative Service
(IAS) in 1979.

An IAS officer of the Tamil Nadu cadre, Shri S. Machendranathan held several
important positions in the Government of Tamil Nadu and in the Government of India.
In the Government of Tamil Nadu, he worked as Collector of Thanjavur District;
Commissioner/ Secretary to the Government of Tamil Nadu in the Departments of
Transport, Food, Cooperation and Consumer Protection, Chairman of Tamil Nadu
Electricity Board. In the Government of India, he worked as Chairman of Tuticorin Port
Trust; Additional Secretary & Financial Advisor in the Ministry of Steel as well as in the
Ministry of Civil Aviation and finally as Secretary (Coordination) in Cabinet Secretariat,
before superannuating from the Government Service in March, 2014.

He has also served as Government Director in several Public Sector companies
such as Air India, Airports Authority of India, Steel Authority of India Limited,
Rashtriyalspat Nigam Limited, Kudremukh Iron Ore Company Limited and Metallurgical
& Engineering Consultants (India) Limited. ShriS. Machendranathan has been relieved
of his duties in AERA w.e.f. 06.03.2019 on completion of his tenure as Chairperson,
AERA.

(b)  ShriSubrataSamanta, Member

Shri S. Samantatook charge as Member, AERA on 17" November, 2016. He
holds a degree in Commerce from Kolkata University and is a Member of the Institute of
Charted Accountant of India.

Prior to joining AERA, Shri S. Samanta was working as Executive Director
(JVC/Tariff) in Airports Authority of India. He joined AAl in 1985 and during his tenure in

(c}  Shri Sudhir Raheja, Member

ShriSudhirRaheja, a Civil Engineering graduate from Delhi College of
Engineering, Delhi University, took over charge as Member, AERA on 2™ July, 2018.
Has successfully completed professional courses in “Seismic Design of Reinforced
Concrete Buildings® conducted by IIT, Kanpur and ‘Airport Management” from
International Aviation Management Training Institute (IAMTI), Montreal, Canada. He is
also a certified “Fraud Examiner” under accreditation from the “Association of Certified
Examiners”, Texas, USA.

ShriRaheja, with his rich project implementation experience, has earned many
accolades in the construction industry. He was conferred with “Certificate of Merit” in
1982 for timely completion of ASIAD-82 Indoor Stadium, Delhi. With Airports Authority
of India (AAl), he started his 30 year long distinguished career as an Executive
Engineer (Civil) in the year 1988 at Kolkata Airport, thereafter, serving in various
departments like Engineering, Vigilance and Project Monitoring & Quality Assurance.
He became the Full-Time Member on the Board of AAl in February 2010 as Member
(Planning) till his superannuation in June, 2018. Was the driving force in formulation of
“Annual Maintenance Term Contract” and “Pavement Management System” two
documents adopted at all airports in AAl.  In his tenure with the Vigilance Department,
as General Manager (Vigilance), he brought in transparency in various activities related
to public procurement and played a vital role in development and implementation of
“Integrity Pact” in high value procurement contracts of AAl.

4. Scope of the Requlation

The main functions of the Authority as defined in the Act are as under:-

To determine the tariff for the aeronautical services

To determine the amount of Development Fees in respect of Major Airports

To determine the amount of PSF levied under rule 88 of the Aircraft Rules, 1937
made under the Aircraft Act, 1934(22 of 1934)

To monitor the set performance standards relating to quality, continuity and
reliability of service as may be specified by Central Government or any authority
authorized by it in this behalf.

AERA determines tariff for all aeronautical services taking into consideration the
capital expenditure required to be incurred for improvement of airport facilities, timely
investment in these facilities, providing a reasonable return on such investments and
the cost for maintaining / improving efficient and economic operations at the airports.
The Authority also considers a part of the revenue received from services other than the
aeronautical services and takes into account the concession, if any, offered by the
Central Government in any agreement or Memorandum of Understanding or otherwise
and any other factor relevant for determination of tariff.

10. Administrative & Establishment matters

(a) Implementation of Official Language Policy of Government

All out efforts have been made by AERA to implement the Official Language
Policy of the Government. In order to create conducive environment to work in Hindi in
AERA, a Hindi Fortnight was organized from 14 to 28 Sepiember 2018. Various Hindi
competitions were organized during the Hindi fortnight and 24 officers participated in the
competitions. Cash awards and merit certificates were given to winning performers.
Four Hindi workshops were arganized during 01-04-2018 to 31-03-2019 the benefit of
officersfemployees. 41 officers/femployees had attended the workshops. Quarterly
meetings of the Official Language Implementation Committee of AERA have been held
on regular basis during the financial year chaired by the Chairperson and attended by
Members of the Authority. Hindi Incentive Scheme has been implemented in the
Authority to motivate the officers/employees to do maximum work in Hindi. Cash awards
were given to winning performers.

1. ACCOUNTING CONVERSION

The financial statements are prepared on the basis of history cost convention,
unless otherwise stated and on the accrual method of accounting.

2. INVENTORY VALUATION

2.1 Stores and spares (including machinery spares) are valued at cost.

2.2 Raw material, semi-finished goods and finished goods are valued at lower of
cost and net realizable value. The costs are based on weighted average cost of
finished goods and semi-finished goods is determined by considering material,
labour and related overheads.

3. INVESTMENTS

3.1 Investments classified as “long term investments” are carried at cost. Provision
for decline, other than temporary, is made in carrying cost of such investments.

3.2 Investments classified as “Current” are carried at lower of cost and fair value.

1. We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Airports Economic Regulatory Authority
of India (AERA), New Delhi as at 31 March 2019 and the Income & Expenditure
Account/Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 19(2) of the
Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Power & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with
Section 35(2) of Airports Economic Regulatory Authority of India Act, 2008.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
India.
