1. Introduction

Consequent to the recommendations of the Sh. Naresh Chandra Committee report, Govt. of
India established Airports Economic Regulatory Authority (AERA). It is a statutory body constituted
under the Airports Economic Regulatory Authority of India Act, 2008. The AERA was established by
the Government vide its notification No GSR 317 (E) dated 12.05.2009 with its Head Office at New
Delhi.

2. Profile of the Authority's key Officials.
(a) Shri Balwinder Singh Bhullar, Chairperson

Shri Balwinder Singh Bhullar took over as Chairperson, Airports
Economic Regulatory Authority of India on 8th July, 2019.

Shri Bhullar hails from Amritsar, Punjab and has a distinguished
academic career. After completing B.Sc. (Hons.) and M.Sc. in Agricultural
Sciences, he joined the Indian Administrative Services in 1986 in Uttar
Pradesh Cadre.

As an IAS officer, Shri Bhullar handled several important positions In
the State Government of Uttar Pradesh and Government of India, varying
from Administration, Industry, Finance, Power, Urban Development,

4.1

Scope of the Regulation

The Airports Economic Regulatory Authority of India (AERA) was established in 2009 under the

Airports Economic Regulatory Authority of India Act, 2008 to regulate tariff and other charges for the
aeronautical services rendered and to monitor performance standards at major airports. The Authority
finalised its regulatory philosophy and guidelines in 2010-11 for determining the Aeronautical tariff of
Airport Operators and Independent Service Providers of Cargo Facility, Ground Handling and supplying

Fuel to Aircraft.

4.2 The main functions of the Authority are as under:

(a) To determine the tariff for the acronautical services.

(b) To determine the amount of Development Fees in respect of major airports.

(c) To determine the amount of PSF levied under rule 88 of the Aircraft Rules, 1937 made under the
AircraftAct, 1934 (22 0f1934).

(d) To monitor the set performance standards relating to quality, continuity and reliability of service as

may be specified by Central Government or any Authority authorized by it in this behalf.

6. Monitoring of Performance Standards

One of the key functions of AERA is “to monitor the set performance standards relating to quality,
continuity and reliability of services as may be specified by the Central Govt. or any authority authorised
by it in this behalf”. Service standards are defined for Bangalore, Hyderabad, Delhi & Mumbai Airports in
the respective concession agreements.Similarly, Airport Authority of India enters into MoU with MoCA to
achieve certain level of rating as Airport Service Quality (ASQ)issued by Airports Council International
(ACI).

The authority is currently relying on the ratings given by various agencies such as ACI, Skytrax
etc. appointed by the airport operators to monitor the performance standards at the airports.




7. Court Casesin AERA

At the end of the period, forty-four cases are pending in the various Courts/Tribunal in respect of
various tariff orders issued by AERA. Thirteen (13) new cases were filed and three (03) cases were
disposed of during the year 2021-22. The details of pending cases as on 31.03.2022 are as under:

8. Administrative & Establishment matters

(a) Joining of New Officers

The strength of Officers in the Authority increased consequent upon joining of qualified and
experienced Officer on deputation to the post of Bench Officer from AAIto AERA.

(b) Organization of Special Campaign for disposal of pending matters and cleanliness

As per directions received from MoCA, Special Campaign for disposal of pending matters and
cleanliness was observed in the Authority during 2nd Oct 2021 to 31st Oct 2021. During the Special
Campaign, AERA building and its surroundings were cleaned and beautified; old & condemned furniture,
e-waste (650 Kg) and other scrap items were disposed off in an eco-friendly manner. Waste papers
totaling 3500 Kgs were given for recycling against which 1 lakh sheets of recycled papers were
obtained.

Consequently, on directions of MoCA, weekly Special Drives were conducted every Friday from
17:00 Hrs to 20:00 Hrs, during which, all officers and officials reviewed the files /documents no longer
relevant and segregated the same for weeding out as also cleaned respective workplace & drawers etc.

() Implementation of Official Language Policy of Government

All out efforts were made for implementation of the Official Language Policy of the Government in
AERA. In order to create a conducive environment for doing official work in Hindi, various competitions
on the occasion of National Festivals as well as Birth Anniversaries of the prominent personalities were
held in the office. During these events, various prizes were also distributed amongst the winners.

Apart from this, Hindi fortnight was organized from 1st to 15th September, 2021 and various Hindi
competitions were organized, in which 95 officials participated with a great zeal. Winners were awarded
with the cash prize and merit certificate. In addition to this, the Important Quotes given by the distinguished
persons in the context of importance of Hindi language were also displayed at various places in the office.

Besides, a Official Language Conference (Rajbhasha Sammelan) was also organized in which
lectures on the topics- 'Official Language Policy','How to work in Hindi on the Computer and Mobile
Platform', 'Requirement of doing work in Hindi in the independent India' and 'Noting and drafting in Hindi',
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were delivered. The conference was attended by 36 officials. 4 Hindi Workshop Programs for officers
/employees were organized from 01.04.2021 to 31.03.2022 in which a total of 93 Officers/employees
participated.

Meetings of the Official Language Implementation Committee chaired by the Chairperson, AERA
were held regularly in each quarter during the year. Hindi Incentive Scheme of government has also been
implemented in the Authority with a view to motive the officers/employees to do their maximum work in
Hindi. Cash prizes amounting to a total of X 30,000/- and citation certificates were awarded to the 10
officials who were declared winners in this scheme during the year 2020-21.

The Ministry of Civil Aviation has done inspection of AERA on 29th March, 2022 regarding the
work of Official Language Policy. Ministry appreciated and found this work satisfactory.

(d) Women Welfare including Gender Budgetary Data

AERA has 14 Women employees comprising of officers/staff on deputation from various
Central/State Government Organizations, loan basis from AAI and support staff working on outsourced
basis. Adequate women welfare measures like provision of transport/ vehicle for pick up/ drop at home in
case of medical emergency or early arrival/ late departure from office due to official exigencies of work;
organization of talk/ on specific women health issues by gynaecologist; dedicated female housekeeping
staff for female washrooms etc. have been made available in the office premises.

(e) Public Grievance Redressal Machinery

The Authority is registered with the Central Public Grievances portal of the Department of
Administrative Reforms & Public Grievances and grievances are addressed within the stipulated time.

@ Pollution Control

The Authority encourages and accordingly incentivises the airports during the tariff determination
process for environmental friendly measures undertaken by them. These broadly include use of solar/
renewable energy, rain water harvesting, recycling of water through treatment plant etc. During the
Special Campaign organized during October 2-31, 2021, special teams of AERA officers conducted
inspections at few major airports viz. Delhi, Hyderabad, Mangalore and Kolkata with respect to
environmental friendly and pollution control initiatives and measures undertaken by them.

(g) SC/ST and OBC representation as on 31.03.2022

The Authority recruits officers & staff of AERA on deputation basis only and, hence, reservation
policy is not directly applicable. However, officers and staff of AERA have sufficient representation of SC,
ST and OBC categories.

(h) Facilities for differently abled persons

AERA is housed in a rented building belonging to Air India(now AIAHL) with lift installed and
working for accessibility of the differently abled. Washrooms have been made friendly for the differently

abled by making them accessible through ramps and support handles. AERA Website is friendly for the
differently abled.




() Major Achievements

The Authority determined tariffs for Major Airports at Chandigarh (Order no. 07/2021-22 dated
20.08.2021), Cochin (Order no. 08/2021-22 dated 24.08.2021), Bangalore (Order no. 11/2021-22 dated
28.08.2021), and Hyderabad (Order no. 12/2021-22 dated 31.08.2021) for the Control Period 01.04.2021
to 31.03.2026. The Authority also determined tariffs for the Control Period 01.04.2021-31.03.2026 in
respect of AAI Airports i.e. Chennai, Calicut, Kolkata & Pune Airports.

In addition, the Authority has also determined Tariffs in respect of Independent Service Providers
(ISPs) in respect of services relating to Cargo, Ground Handling & Supply of Fuel to the aircraft at various
Major Airports.

During the period of the report i.e.1st April, 2021 to 31st March, 2022 a total of 50 Tariff Orders
were issued by AERA for different AO and ISPs as enumerated below:

Authorities.

The Authority encourages and nominates its officers and staff for participation in various Training
Programmes/ Seminars/ Workshops relevant to functioning of the Authority.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Airports Economic Regulatory Authority

of India (AERA), New Delhi as at 31 March 2022 and the Income & Expenditure
Account/Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 19(2) of
the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Power & Conditions of Service) Act. 1971 read
with section 35(2) of Airports Economic Regulatory Authority of India Act. 2008. Thesc
financial statements are the responsibility of the AERA’s Management. Our responsibility is to
express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.
2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General
of India on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification. conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms etc. Audit observations on
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Laws. Rules & Regulations (Propricty
and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects etc., it any, are reported through
Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.
3. - We have conducted our audit i.n accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes
examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial
statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting policies used and significant
estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial
statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that: -

1)  We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit.

i)  The Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account/Receipts & Payments Account
dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format as prescribed by the Ministry
of Finance.

iii)  Inour opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained
by the Airports Economic Regulatory Authority of India as required under section 35 (1)
of Airports Economic Regulatory Authority of India Act, 2008 in so far as it appears from

our examination of such books.

iv)  We further report that:
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A. Balance Sheet
Corpus/Capital Fund and Liabilities
Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule 7) — % 5.83 crore
(1) AERA has not recognized a liability of % 8.54 crore payable to Airport Authority of India
(AAI) as per demand (December 2021) for funds in terms of MoU entered (24 November
2016) among AAIL, AERA and others for construction of combined operational office. This
has resulted in understatement of Current Liabilities and Capital Work in Progress by 28.54
crore as on 31 March 2022. A similar comment was also raised during the year 2020-21.

however, no corrective action has been taken by the management.

(i1) The above does not include provision for 2 9.56 crore on account of the salary of emplovees
of AAI posted in AERA for the period 25 September 2009 to 31 March 2015. This has
resulted in understatement of Provisions and Expenditure on Manpower Hiring amounting
to 39.56 crore. A similar comment was also raised during the year 2020-21, however, no

corrective action has been taken by the management

B. Income and Expenditure Account

Income

Interest Earned (Schedule 17) — 20.04 crore

Rule 230 (8) of General Financial Rules 2017 stipulates that all interests or other earnings
against Grants in aid or advances (other than reimbursement) released to any Grantee
institution should be mandatorily remitted to the Consolidated Fund of India immediately
after finalisation of the accounts. Such advances should not be allowed to be adjusted
against future releases. AERA booked interest income amounting to % 0.04 crore earned on
term deposit created out of grant fund for the year ended 31 March 2022, which was
required to be deposited in the Consolidated Fund of India. This has resulted in

overstatement of Income and understatement of Liability by 2 0.04 crore.

C. Grants in aid
During the year 2021-22, AERA received a total grant of  24.00 crore from the Ministr
of Civil Aviation. It had an unspent balance of grant of ¥ 1.22 crore as on 01 April 2021
and interest earned on unspent grant was ¥ 0.04 crore. Out of this total grant of Z 25.26

crore, AERA could utilize % 20.98 crore only during 2021-22. leaving an unspent balance

of ¥ 4.28 crore. (Data as per utilisation certificate submitted to Administrative Ministry ).
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v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet

and Income & Expenditure Account/Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this
report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given
to us, the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes to
Accounts, and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned
in Annexure to this Separate Audit Report, give. a true and fair view in conformity with

accounting principles generally accepted in India.

(24 November, 2016) among AAl, AERA
and others for construction of combined
operational office. This has resulted in
understatement of Current Liabilities and
Capital work in progress by Rs. 8.54 Crore
as on 31st March 2022. A similar comment
was also raised during the year 2020-21.
However, no corrective action has been
taken by the management.

[The above does not include provision for|
Rs. 9.56 Crore on account of the salary off
employees of AAl posted in AERA for the
period 25 September, 2009 to 31st March,
2015, This has resulted in understatement
of Provisions and Expenditure on
Manpower Hiring amounting to Rs. 9.56
crore. A similar comment was also raised
during the year 2020-21, however, no
corrective action has been taken by the
management.

Airport authority of India (AAl) is
constructing integrated office building
at Safdarjung airport for DGCA, BCAS,
AERA and AAIB as a deposit work
under MoU signed with all these|
stakeholders on 24.11.2016. AERA,
being a stakeholder is required to
deposit INR 18.38 crore with AAIl in
linstallments based on the progress of]
construction work.

However, MOCA has allocated funds
of Rs. 800 crore only as first
linstalment under capital head for the
purpose in the financial year 2021- 22.
As the remaining funds have not been
received, we have disclosed the
balance portion i.e. INR 10.38 crore as
capital commitment through notes on
accounts as per the requirement off
Accounting Standards. However, the
observation of the Audit has been
noted for future compliance.

The payments towards reimbursement
of salary of employees posted in
AERA on loan basis were made to AAl
as per demands received from AAl
from F.Y. 2015-16. MoCA vide letter|
INo. AV(1)29012/13/2018-AD dated
26.03.2018 had directed that the
amount claimed by Airports Authority]
of India as reimbursement on
expenditure incurred by them on
account of salary of AAIl officers since




2015 may be released. Vide O.M.

G(1)20037/4/2021/F.1./MoCA  dated
30.03.2022, MoCA further instructed
that subsequent payments to AAI are
to be strictly released in accordance to
the directions of MoCA and no
reimbursement of past dues prior to
2015 without prior approval of MoCA|
shall be made. . In view of the above,
provisions in books of accounts have
been made on the basis of provisional
demands raised by the AAI since F.Y.
2015-16 and payments released by
IAERA against such demands.

2017 stipulates that all interests or other
earnings against Grants in aid or advances|
(other than reimbursement) released to
any Grantee institution should be
mandatorily remitted to the Consolidated
Fund of India immediately after the
finalization of the accounts. Such advances
should not be allowed to be adjusted
against future releases. AERA booked
interest income amounting to Rs. 0.04
Crore earned on term deposit created out
of Grant fund for the year ended 31st
March, 2022, which was required to be
deposited in the Consolidated Fund of]
India. This has resulted in overstatement of]
Income and understatement of Liability by
Rs. 0.04 Crore.

The matter regarding depositing the
interest to the Consolidated fund of
India was being taken up with Ministry
for quite some time. Ministry vide
email dated 31/08/2022 informed the
details for depositing the same to the
Govt. account and accordingly interest|
income amounting to Rs. 0.04 crore
earned on term deposit for the year
ended 31st March, 2022 has been
remitted to the Ministry vide this office
letter dated 6/09/2022. The
observation has however been noted
for future compliance.

Grants in Aid

total grant of Rs. 24.00 Crore from the
Ministry of Civil Aviation. It had an unspent
balance of grant of Rs. 1.22 Crore as on 01
April, 2021 and interest earned on unspent
grant was Rs. 0.04 Crore.
